Homework:

Homework will still consist of Maths
and English based around some of
the skills being used in class. There
may also be talk topics sent home to
introduce a new concept and to fur-
ther inform parents of our learning in
school. There will also be phonics
practice, where children can share
and look out for our sounds and
tricky words that week.

Reading:

We use Little Wandle phonics scheme
for teaching in school. We ensure the
children are matched with books that
are closely matched to their phonic
ability and have been shared with
them during reading sessions in
school. Their books are fully de-
codable and children should be able
to read 95% of the words within their
Little Wandle book. This should help
your child feel more confident to
practise and share with you at home.

Phonics Screening Check - The
phonics screening check is a quick and
easy check of your child’s phonics
knowledge. It helps the school confirm
whether your child has made the expected
progress.

The national phonics screening check was
introduced in 2012 to all Year 1 pupils in
the country. It is a short, statutory as-
sessment to ensure that children are
making sufficient progress in the phonics
skills to read words and are on track to
become fluent readers who can enjoy
reading for pleasure and for learning.

The check will take place during the week
commencing 10th June 2024.
