Abandoned at Victoria Station by the woman paid to 

bring them to England as her children, Sade and Femi find themselves alone in a new, 

often hostile, environment. Seen through the eyes of Sade, the novel explores what it 

means to be classified as 'illegal' and the difficulties which come with being a refugee.
