This funny tale is a visual treat, with graphic novel elements, detailed ship cross-sections 
and dual underwater/above water perspectives. Younger readers will enjoy the hide-and-
seek element, while the combination of scientific exploration, mythical creatures and 
themes of human endurance provides high interest and points of discussion for older 
readers.
